Total of 190 export applications were processed and valued at $9,751,059.  Of these 174 were approved ($7,965,754), 1 was denied ($860,730), and 15 were RWA’d ($924,575).  The top destination for 6A993 items by dollar value was the Serbia ($1,203,370), Germany ($908,346), and the UK ($863,806).

Total of 40 export application was processed and valued at $6,236,403.
