Total of 223 export applications were processed and valued at $20,589,755.  Of these 206 were approved ($11,705,678), 1 was denied ($860,730), and 16 were RWA’d ($1,175,615).  The top destination for 6A993 items by dollar value was the Oman ($3,071,364) and Serbia ($1,203,370).

	Total of 75 export application was processed and valued at $7,708,462. 

ECCN 6A990 Read-out integrated circuits
	10/1/17 – 9/30/18
Total of 33 export applications were processed and valued at $7,227,219.  Of these 30 were approved ($7,010,618), 0 were denied, and 3 were RWA’d ($261,600).  The top destination for 6A990 items by dollar value was the Israel ($3,238,943), France ($1,695,700), and Sweden ($1,140,000).

Total of 13 export applications were processed and valued at $22,764,867.  Of these 10 were approved ($16,327,756), 0 were denied, and 3 were RWA’d ($6,437,111).  The top destination for 6A008 items by dollar value was Germany ($12,000,000), Belize ($$1,952,210), and South Korea ($1,500,000).

Of these, 3 export application was approved ($790,183), 1 was denied ($65,000), and 5 were RWA’d ($164,516).  The top destination for 6A004 items by dollar value was India ($395,000) and Japan ($384,183).

Total of 9 export applications were processed and valued at $131,554.

ECCN 6A003 Cameras.

Total of 1024 export applications were processed and valued at $312,564,908.  Of these 900 were approved, 2 were denied ($62,430), and 122 were RWA’d ($16,893,241).  The top destinations for 6A003 items by dollar value were Mexico ($112,555,773), the PRC ($69,878,981), Saudi Arabia ($18,293,797), France ($18,158,170), and the UK ($11,168,080).
