1. Richard Ashooh – Assistant Secretary of Commerce for Export Administration
a. Discussed new Bill for Export Control Reform Act of 2018
i. The Bill is taking much of their time
ii. He has appeared before Congress for hearings
iii. Not really a reform Act (ITAR Cats 1,2 &3 are ECR hold-overs
b. Heightened concern about Technology
c. Section 232 – Tariff on steel and aluminum
i. Working on exclusions
ii. Time consuming and time critical
d. Two other pieces of legislation
i. FIRMA and CIFIUS
ii. The emerging issue is Technology
1. BIS has tools that anticipate the issue
2. Advisory Committees are helpful with involved companies involved
3. Clara concerned about Technology being codified into Law.  Richard asked for comments to be sent to him 
4. Tim Marler says open source technology would create a problem for control
5. Richard says the application is the place where controls can occur.  A single IT system could improve things
iii. China 2025 is in the works
2. Tim Mooney – Senior Export Policy Analyst 
a. Streamlining licensing
i. BIS looking at dropping AT and EAR99 and other regulations
ii. Would have to consider other End-Use and End-User controls
b. Executive Order 13771 (2-3-17)
i. The 2 for 1 Rule making Order
ii. Applies to significant Rules
iii. Exempts Rules  relating to National Security – Relief to DOC/BIS
iv. Regime rules would be exempted based upon national security

v. WuXI Apptec merged with 23 & Me (DNA sequencing company)
vi. Genewiz acquires Coulter’s Genetic Services
vii. BGI & Huawei (world’s largest telecom co) collaborate storage & genomics
viii. WuXi Nextcode & Huawei (partner Precision Medicine) Initiative
ix. Phillips Health Care & Huawei (MRI, EEG, cloud based analytics)-Precision medicine
