Technology Controls – Jeff Rittener
Proposal to BIS to create a Trusted Deemed Exporter program was presented to the Assistant Secretary-level Advisory Committee on Export Policy (ACEP); plan to return to the ACEP with a prototype.

Practices and Procedures – Dennis Farrell 
Succession planning as group leadership transitions.

Encryption – Ed Gillespie
Discussion of 2017 list of reform priorities submitted to BIS Under Secretary has led to better understating of U.S. Government rationale for controls; do not anticipate imminent major reform.

Compliance and Enforcement – Janelle Gamble
No project underway.

Military Controls – Janelle Gamble

Collaboration with Defense Trade Advisory Group (DTAG) on Foreign Military Sales issues, “600 series” license processing.
Multilateral Controls – Anne Marie Griffin
Looking at emerging technologies and a proposed cyber intrusion rule.

Automated Export System (AES) – Adrienne Braumiller
Still looking forward to proposed rule on routed transactions. Customs and Border Protection trying to complete electronic manifest rules before addressing a replacement for Option 4 post-departure filing.

Shannon Barley – Census Bureau
Notice of Proposed Rulemaking on routed transactions will need State and DHS concurrence.  Coordinating with BIS’s proposed rule to meet both Census and BIS objectives.  Planning a webinar series in May (World Trade Month).
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
