Keith Melchers, chair – Welcome and introductions.
Rich Ashooh, Assistant Secretary for Export Administration – BIS Update
A/S Ashooh stated, “If you want to know what’s going on at BIS, read the papers.”  He noted that BIS has a higher profile than in the past and is spending more time trying to explain process.  Huawei’s listing is well known, but Iran, Venezuela, and Cuba also raise issues. Satellites also a focus.  Canada/Mexico tariff walk back represented the first workload decrease of his tenure, yet personnel numbers remain flat and budget is not much better.  In response to questions about emerging and foundational technologies, he stated that that the two required different thought processes; that notices would be published on a staggered schedule; and that no single big, definitional emerging technology rule was anticipated but multiple proposals.
