4.  Presentation – David Manger, Toray Composite Materials America, Inc.
“Toray Nest Generation Prepreg Systems”
a. Slide show missing from the BIS laptop.  DFO made hard copies for attendees
b. Subject covered primary structure aerospace materials and discussed existing resin systems and carbon fiber
c. Goal of the new system was to permit out-of-autoclave (OOA) curing to allow more fabricators to participate as suppliers without the expense and time of cure of an autoclave
d. The new system also allowed for easier use of materials in automated tape layup (ATL) and automated fiber placement (AFP) equipment
e. Performance improvement of 20% over previous systems
f. Achieved 1% voids in resin to carbon fiber using OOA.  That is crucial to parts production and was formerly achievable in autoclave curing only
g. New 3960 resin system is backward compatible to 3900 resin
