· Dr. Christopher Costanzo provided a summary of the Bureau’s licensing statistics for Lasers (ECCN 6A005) and Cameras (ECCN 6A003):


FY12 (10/1/12-07/26/13): Lasers
Total 83 export applications were closed.

44 approved, 35 RWA’d, 4 rejected.

Top four destinations requesting licenses for dual use lasers were in descending order of value: PRC ($3.9M), Taiwan ($3.2M), and Mexico ($955K).
Note:
Over the same period in the prior FY, there were a total of 65 export applications closed with a value of $21 M.

FY13 (10/1/12-07/26/13): Cameras
Total 542 export applications were closed and valued at $97,755,038.
406 approved, 135 RWA’d, 1 rejected.

Top four destinations requesting licenses for dual use lasers were in descending order of value: Sweden ($45M), Switzerland ($11M), and France ($7M).

Over the same period in the prior FY, there were 410 export applications closed with a value of $76 M.
